Shut off the power at the cireuit breaker and remove old fixture from

Thread nipple {C) into loop (F) until snug.

Thread other end of mpple (1) with loop attached 1nfo crossbar (D)
il smag.

Place lock washer (B) over end of nipple protmding through
crogshar and thread hex not (A onto nipple unt] tight.

Take this crossbar assembly and mount to ceiling junction box with
Junotion box screws (E) Tighten ecrews seoirely with acrewdriver,
Uging proper chain pliers to open one end link of the chain provided
and connect to the fixmre loop (1) Close the link.

Lace the fixture wires through the chin.

By measunng, determmine correct number of links needed for proper
hanging height. Using proper chain pliers disconnect and discard
remaining chain,

Slip loop collar (H) over the chain, then do the same with the canopy
(G ) and the canopy (1)

Open the other end hink of the chan and hang the fixture on the loop
at the ceiling. Close the hink.

Feed the fixture wires through the loop (F) and nipple (C) and pull

CONNECTING THE WIRES (Fig. 3}
