| ASSEMBLING THE FIXTURE (Fig.2)

1. Fetum the three anms 1o soitable position, see figure, 2,

2. Adtach the loop (I) to the Axture body (F) by furning it clockwise
until fight.

3. Place the candle sleeve (E) and the spuder ning (D3} over the sockel

of the fixture bady (F), then lock it securely with the check ring
() Install the light bulbs (not included) in aceordance with the
fixture’s specifications: THO NOT EXCEED THE MAXIMIUM
WATTAGE RATING! (NE FPAS DEPASSER LA
PUISSANCE NOMINALE MAXIMALEY) and put the glass
ghade (B] on to the spider ring (1), then put the decorative frame
(A} over the glass shade (B).

4. Attach the small loop {H) of the acryhic ball to the center tube of the
fixture body (F).
5. Attach the crystal (G to the small nng of the arm as shown.

HANGING THE FIXTURE (Fig.1)

1.  Shut off the power at the circuit breaker and remove old fixcture from
celling, including the old crossbar

2. Carefully nnpack new fixtre and lay all the parts on a clear surface

3. Thread nipple () into loop (F) until snug.

4. Thread other end of nipple (C) with loop attached into erosshar (T
winhil siz

5 Place lock washer (B) over end of nipple protruding through
crosaber amd thread hex nut CA) onte nipple until tight.

& Take this crosshar assembly and mount o ceiling junction box with
junction box screws (E). Tighten screws seourely with screwdriver.

T -L's-ing proper chain pliers to open one end link of the chain provided
and connect to the fixture loop (11, Close the link.

I wour junction box has a grounding wire (green or bare copper),
attach this wire and the bare copper wire from the fixhire together as
step 1.If junction box has no grovmd wire, attach the bare copper
fixture wire to the green growmd screw on the crossbar.

Tuck these wire connections neatly into the celling ouilet box and
then raise the canopy (1) and the canopy () all the way to the
ceiling. Rase the loop (H) and tuead onto celing loop protuding
throwgh canopy

Your installation 15 now complete. Return power to the junction box
and test the fixture.
